She purchased this dusty sage, floral, A-line, ruffled prom dress from Zapaka online. She wanted a unique yet modest dress for her junior prom, and likes the way the ruffles flow when wearing the dress. The dress is made of 100% polyester and has a hidden back zipper. Amanda is wearing dangle pearl earrings and beige heels to complete the outfit. She had so much fun wearing and dancing in this dress at her junior prom!
	reaching your goals: My goal for the Clothing Event was to purchase a prom dress to wear for my junior prom. I went shopping to many stores looking for prom dresses in Omaha, NE while at a hockey tournament. I did not find any that I liked. Next I looked online for unique dresses. I found the website Zakapa. They had many dresses I liked. I researched the site to see if it was credible and it was, so I purchased the dress. When the dress arrived in the mail I tried it on for fit. It was perfect. Yes I reached my goal of finding a unique dress to wear to prom.
	quality garment workmanship such as topstitching welt pockets invisible zipper etc: 1) Construction feature of the nylon filament covered and stitched hem of the many ruffles on the dress. I made sure the stitches were evenly sewn/hemmed around the filaments so they did  not show all through the ruffles yet  give the dress its unique feature and whimsical look. 
2) Construction feature of the hidden zipper in the back bodice. The zipper is hidden and gives the dress a clean look from the back giving emphasis on the ruffles at the neck of the bodice and shoulder straps and matches with the bust line and  side seam vertical lines giving unity to the bodice as a whole. 

	required for the garmentoutfit: The fiber content of the dress is 100% polyester. (found on product description on website as no labels sewn in garment). 
The care of the garment is wash, delicate cycle, in cold/warm water, air dry, avoid high heat, bleach or fabric softer. 
	making it If yes please explain: Yes, my mom and I did tack some of the ruffles around the bodice front, back and shoulders so they laid nicely when I was wearing the dress to create a more pleasant look and so they did not move when I was wearing the dress. 
	garmentoutfit Why do you think this garment is appropriate for this occasion or activity: The garment type I choose is formal wear. The occasion I had in mind was my junior prom. I think this garment is appropriate for my prom as it is a long and nice dress. Prom is about your own look and style. I decided to adhere to my personality and choose a color and style I like, by choosing a bright green, unique dress. I liked the ruffles and added a crinoline underneath to accent the skirt for a more formal look. 
	garmentoutfit: The pearl earrings add an elegant feature to the look, because while the dress is outgoing and unique, it is also elegant. I decided to stick with beige heels because I had them already, they were comfortable, and you would not see them under my dress. The shoes were also the same color as my dates suit. 
	character How is the color fabric style or fit of this garmentoutfit a good choice: This dress fits my personality as it is outgoing and I like to wear modest but unique clothing. I was looking for a prom dress that was different from my friends' and I found that with this dress. I didn't like any of the trendy dresses I always saw in the store, but I found more unique ones online. My personality is very outgoing and whimsical and I think this dress expresses that. This dress is also very feminine and has a floral pattern and sparkles which also matches me well. This dress showcases the woman I am becoming and am made to be. 
	purposeful way color fit shape texture: This dress both reflects and deviates trends. It is not a very typical prom dress, like ones with the slim fit and slits. There is a ruffle trend in prom dresses, but not like this dress with the varying cuts and angles of the ruffles. I do although, think it reflects this age, where people are encouraged to wear what reflects their personality.
	Why do you think the fabric is a good choice for the garment design and features: The fabric is a good choice for the dress as it add a sheen to the layers making the dress reflect the light as I move in it adding to the elegance of a formal dress. The 100% polyester is cool and comfortable to wear especially when dancing at prom. 
	explain how the elements are used to illustrate the selected principles: The ruffles of the dress add overall texture to the dress as they add a layered look to the skirt and adds to the A-line style of the dress as they are sewn on the diagonal/angles to create a cascading effect, giving rhythm to the dress. The floral pattern of the bodice and skirt and add unity to the dress. The sage green and yellow color balance each other nicely given the dress a spring formal look. The yellow in the dress make the overall color an almost lime green. 
	reasonable in terms of your total clothing budget: The cost per wearing is $207.63. This is a reasonable price for a prom dress that is usually worn once, when most prom dresses are $200-$500. I have already worn the crinoline 3+ times making it a good value.
The garment can be machine washed-delicate cycle, cold-warm temperature, line dry. When I need to wear it for another special event, I can also have it dry cleaned to ensure it is cleaned appropriately.
I can take it to college and possibly wear it for an event making the cost/wear more affordable. 
	for a specific occasion: This met my needs for a unique dress from my junior prom, and it expands my wardrobe in the means of having something unique and formal. If I have a special or unique formal event, I can definitely wear it again. The accessories I chose to wear, the pearls and beige heels, are very versatile and I wear them for many other formal events and with other outfits in my wardrobe. I have already used the crinoline for two other events as well as wearing it with my costume during the Cinderella musical at school. 
	Which of your 4H experiences have been the most beneficial to you and why: The 4-H experience that has been most beneficial to me is being a member of the Sioux County Youth Council. This council has given me the opportunity to work with adults, peers my age, and youth 4-Hers.
